Installation

Please note: Before starting any installation, turn off the water supply.

Please note: Before commencing any installation, the desired location should be checked
before drilling, that no pipes or wires can be damaged.

First, prepare the water supply pipes to match up with the towel radiator and valve
dimensions being used. Fit the radiator valve tail and nut into the towel rail (not supplied)
(at both sides) and using sealing tape, tighten into position, then follow the installation

below.

1. Decide on the location where the towel rack needs to be fitted and mark the
positions using a pencil and a level. Drill 8 mm holes on the masonry wall and
place the wall plugs into the holes.

2. Place a washer onto a wall screw and then put the screw through the bracket
base, and mount the bracket base onto the wall. Repeat for the remaining
three bracket bases.

3. Screw the 4 bracket inserts (support) into the bracket bases to the radiator
using M5 screws provided (securing each with a washer).

4. Fix the towel bar in the corresponding position on the product, then put the screws
through the holes on towel bar and screw them into the sliding block (sliding block

C placed in the middle of 2 vertical tubes in the appropriate position) on the front
side, and then fix the towel bar on the product.



5. Slide the brackets into the wall supports on the radiator and secure the two
together with the connecting screws provided (insert through the slot in the
bracket) and tighten using the Philips screwdriver, be sure not to over tighten.
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6. Finally, fit the radiator valves (not supplied) and connect to the pipework. Make
sure that all joints are secure. Check that all fittings are fully tightened before
filling with water.

IMPORTANT! The product is supplied un-filled.

The rail should be filled with a water (80%) and glycol (20%) mixture if NOT being
connected to the central heating system, also allow 5% air gap.

After installation

e After the above installation, turn on the water supply and using the flathead
screwdriver, open the air vent via the central screw, open the inlet valve and let the
water rush into the radiator. Check all connections for leaks.

e Once water overflows from the air vent, this means that there will be no air bubbles
present.

e Use a screwdriver to close the air vent and then the radiator is ready to use.

Cleaning

This radiator is made from steel with a painted finish. To maintain the surface of your
product (especially when subjected to steam or splashes), wipe with a clean damp cloth
and wipe dry.

Do not use abrasive cleaning agents or materials which can strip and scratch the surface;
the use of these agents or materials can invalidate your guarantee.

It is recommended to wipe and dry on a regular basis.
